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What was this project about?

 
The project is my autobiography. Its essential question is: How do we express ourselves in writing?  To answer the question, I wrote an autobiography, a story that someone tells about his or her life.  In the autobiography, I included an anecdote.   An anecdote is a short story about an incident or something memorable.   My anecdote was about a lying incident in 2009 when I was in middle school.  My story writing skills can be used in real life if I want to be an author because I write excellent stories and most make people laugh.  Formatting my autobiography with an anecdote and reflecting on that experience will help me make sure I get my point across clearly.

Which habit of mind does this demonstrate?

The habit of mind I demonstrated was self understanding.   Self understanding is understanding who you are as a student and a person.  By writing my autobiography, I was able to develop this habit of mind.   It teaches me how to be honest and never lie again. I realized that I am a good student if I ask for help or talk to other kids like Sheila. Through this project, I learned that I’m a good person that just gets a little stressed out at times. I have a lot of weaknesses, especially tying my shoes. I’m also *somewhat*  weak in writing using the PEET (Point, Examples, Explanation of Evidence, Tie Back To Point) format.  However, I have many strengths like making shots in basketball and I can type really fast. A major strength I have is laughter. I always laugh when I pick up a Wimpy Kid book (especially The Ugly Truth.) I’m especially great at capitalization and using the parts of speech when required.  I learned all of this knowledge about myself from my autobiography because I was able to remember the penalties of lying when I reflected on my experience.

What is the CCSS skill this project meets?

  This project meets the Common Course Skill Standard L.CCS.4: Demonstrate command of the conventions of the Standard English capitalization and punctuation.  I show this skill in the autobiography by using correct capitalization and punctuation where needed. I know I need to capitalize names of people or nouns. Example: Sheila.   I capitalized the name of my dead cat, Max, and the name of my favorite girl, Sheila.   Names are proper nouns, so I know when to capitalize them. I also know when to use an exclamation mark (!) in expressions, a question mark (?) in questions, and a period (.) at the end of a sentence.  


The other Common Core Standard that I met is that I formed an essay that was clear and coherent and was organized for a purpose.  I did this by adding an anecdote (short story), indented paragraphs when needed, and told the exact events of what happened.  I also reflected on the expereince of lying to my parents, which led to the destruction of my PC keyboard and loss of video games and computer for one week.
