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What was the project about? 
The essential question is: How do I prepare for a test on a book? To answer that question, I read the book The Outsiders by S.E. Hinton and also watched the movie. We also took directed notes and used What Are You Thinking charts to discuss about the text and characters in the book. Doing homework and taking part in class discussions also helps prepare for a quiz. Which habit of mind does this project demonstrate?

The habit of mind that this project demonstrates is Attentiveness. This means that you pay attention to complete assignments and take notes. Paying attention in class has helped me be able to take the test on The Outsiders. I was attentive during the Socratic Seminar when I was called on to answer questions.

What is the CCSS skill this project meets?

This project meets CCSS Standard RL.9-10.3 which means to: Analyze how complex characters develop over the course of a text, interact with other characters, and advance the plot or develop the theme. 
I show the skill by doing a Socratic Seminar with other students to talk about the characters and events. By taking and passing the test, I demonstrate my ability to pay attention in school. For example, I learned that in The Outsiders,  Darry, Ponyboy’s oldest brother, is strict to him and it seems that he doesn’t  “give a hang” about Pony. However, at the hospital, Darry shows that he really does care for Pony by giving him a hug.
